














Food Options

Seasonal campers prepare their own meals at camp
and have the option to bring their own food or utilize
Stop and Shop supermarket’s ordering system PeaPod.
If you would like to order your food from the local Stop
and Shop supermarket, visit www.peapod.com where
you will set up your account, order and pay for your
food directly. Please note all orders must be made no
later than the Tuesday before your trip. Deliveries are
only available on Fridays. Please inform your Camp
Program Manager or Camp Site Directors that you are
expecting a food delivery.

There are other options, too. You may order from the
local deli or pizza shops. This is a nice option for your
Saturday lunch or dinner and means you will have less
to carry from the city. Deliveries will be accepted at the
Ranger’s Shop and the Camp Program Manager or
Camp Site Director on duty should be informed in ad-
vance of any delivery.



Transportation, Trading Post and More

Council Bus Transportation

To request Council bus transportation, please indicate your
borough and stop number on your application. We will notify
troops camping on any given weekend if we do not have the
minimum number required for the bus. Bus requests must
be submitted 4 weeks prior to camping weekend.

The options are:

1. 49 passenger bus, the pickup stop of your choice, $1,800
2. 22 passenger bus, the pickup stop of your choice, $1,200
3. Individual passengers are $55 per person*.

*Please note that we will try to add other campers to your bus and
this may require a second stop. If your troop or members of your
troop require financial assistance, please indicate it on your Camp
Registration and a member of the camp staff will contact you.

Things You Should Know

Camp Certified Adult

The Certified Adult is responsible for overseeing and guiding
the planning for the weekend program to ensure that the
campers' experiences are safe, well-supervised and positive.
The Certified Adult is responsible for ensuring that the troop
abides by Safety-Wise, the Council's Policies, Procedures
and Standards and Camp Kaufmann Policies and Proce-
dures. A Certified Adult may reserve one unit (House, Log
Cabin, Tent or Rustic) for a weekend troop camping trip, at-
tends the camping weekend and is responsible for the unit
that she/he reserved.

First Aid/CPR Certified Adult

One adult accompanying the troop (who may also be the
troop Leader) must hold a current certification from Ameri-
can Red Cross Community First Aid and Safety & Community
CPR or the American Heart Association and National Safety
Foundation or currently be an Emergency Medical Techni-
cian (EMT, a Physician, a Registered Nurse, a Licensed Practi-
cal Nurse or a Paramedic). The certificate holder must be at
least 18 years old. A copy of the certification must be at-
tached to the Troop Camp Registration Form and the original
should be taken to camp with the First Aid Certified Adult.
Again, one First Aider/CPR certified adult must be available
for each house or unit.

Bus transportation

Bus transportation is available through the Council. Reserva-
tions for bus transportation are made when registering for
camp. The cost is $55 per person for round-trip transporta-
tion. See page 11 for further details.

Camperships

Partial financial assistance, known as Camperships, is avail-
able for girls to help defray the cost of their lodging and trans-

Insurance Information

Review the booklet Girl Scouts Activity Accident Insurance
Guide and the Request For Additional Insurance form found
in your Troop Resource Guide for detailed information. Re-
member, non-registered adults should be registered well in
advance of any trip.

Men Accompanying Troops

When men accompany troops, troops must stay in Journey’s
End, which is the unit that provides separate bathing and
sleeping facilities. Men must sleep in separate rooms from
any girls. During the planning stage of your trip, inform par-
ents/guardians that men are camping with the troop. Discuss
with the girls what is appropriate and what is inappropriate
behavior when men camp with the troop. Both males and fe-
males must respect the privacy of others. In addition, the ca-
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pacity of the unit will change to accommodate male
campers. Please refer to your Safety Wise book for details.

Supervision

Girls must be supervised at all times by accompanying
adults. Troop Leaders are responsible for their girls' where-
abouts at all times. Leaders and other accompanying adults
should maintain verbal and visual contact with girls during ac-
tivities. All troops must have a minimum of two adults. Addi-
tional adults must be added in accordance with Safety-Wise
guidelines:

One adult for each additional:
3 Daisy Girl Scouts

6 Brownie Girl Scouts

8 Junior Girl Scouts

10 Older Girls ages 11-14

12 Older Girls ages 14-17

Two adults to every:

5 Daisy Girl Scouts

12 Brownie Girl Scouts
16 Junior Girl Scouts

20 Older Girls ages 11-14
24 Older Girls ages 14-17

Parental Permission

A Parent Consent form must be completed by the
parent/guardian of any camper younger than 18 years of age.
The forms are returned to the Troop Leader prior to the
weekend and taken to camp. Visit our Web site,
www.girlscoutsnyc.org to download the consent form.

Medication Authorization

If agirlis taking any type of medication, her parent is required
to complete the Medication Authorization Form, available on
our Web site at www.girlscoutsnyc.org. The medication must
be clearly labeled, include written instructions from the
Scout's parent and accompany her to camp whether or not
she is currently taking the medication. The Leader or First
Aider should hold and administer all medications. If a parent
isaccompanying the girl, the parent will be responsible for
keeping her daughter's medication and administering it.

Out of Council Camping

Girl Scouts of Greater New York registered troops that have a
Camp Certified Adult and Certified First Aider may use Girl
Scout and Boy Scout camping facilities other than Camp
Kaufmann. An application for Out-of-Council Camping may
be downloaded at www.girlscoutsnyc.org or requested by
calling the Camp Hotling, (212) 645-4000, ext. 336. Com-
pleted applications must be submitted to the Program De-
partment for approval. Please refer to Planning Trips with Girl
Scouts and Safety-Wise to ensure that you have completed
the requirements necessary.
